A) Begin by instalingl the two strips of felt on the
underside of the head unit as protection for the items
carried in the tray when on rough terrain.

B) Install any cords as desired into the sliding tray and insert
it into the assembly.

ADDENDUM

We have identified a potential issue with one of the mounting tab locations on some early Jeep TJ radio mounts. We are
providing this addendum to address the issue if it is a problem when installing the iVault in your vehicle.

Due to production variances on the range of vehicles listed, the location of the lower left mounting tab may be off by as much
as 3/8" from the tab on the iVault. This can easily be corrected by moving the factory Tinnerman clip to match the tab on the

iVault, and then using the factory screw to drill through the plastic to interface the clip at the new location. Please see below
for a more detailed explanation.
