STEP 2 - EDGE TRIM INSTALLATION (DO NOT
INSTALL EDGE TRIM ON THE SMALLER INNER
PIECES! ONLY THE FLARE PIECES NEED IT!)

The edge trim for this application is double-tape edge trim

so special care needs to be taken while installing. There is
red vinyl backing on the inside of the edge trim where it will
adhere to the flare and red vinyl backing on the outside where
it will adhere to the vehicle. The following steps only concern
where the edge trim will adhere to the flare. Additional edge
trim installation instructions are included during the rest of the
installation process.

Peel two to three inches of red vinyl backing away from edge
trim tape. Applying the adhesive side of the edge trim to the
inner side of the flare, affix the edge trim to the top edge of the
flare (the portion that comes in contact with the vehicle). Stop
at tube feature of flare. Picture 1 for tube feature reference

Press edge trim into place along the top edge of the flare in
one-foot increments, pulling red vinyl backing free as you
continue to work your way around the top edge of the flare.
Picture 2 for additional edge trim orientation

Using a socket wrench with a 10mm socket, remove
four factory bolts from inside of splash shield. Save
bolts for reinstallation.
