Installing the roll bar latch mounts:

The roll bar inserts are designed with a
heavy side so the end pivot will rotate on its
own. Insert them in past the end of the
pivot and let the end rotate down, then pull
the end against the inside of the roll bar.

Be sure the tabs on the roll bar latch mount are inserted
into the hole on the roll bar and then tighten the bolt.
NOTE: The mount can be adjusted up and down to be sure
the rack lands flat on the surface of the mount.

Operation:

Hook the latch loop on the cross
brace on both sides to aid in closing
rack.

Once closed push down on rack and release the
latches from the cross braces. push them into the
mounts to be sure they are properly engaged.

Adjusting the rack:

Rattles and shakes:

If the rack makes noise use the rubber pads included to adjust tension on the rack latch. The latch should be tight
in the mounting area when closed and will compress the rubber pads to keep tension on the latch assembly. Ad
pads to adjust tension. It may also be helpful to adjust the height of the roll bar latch mount on each side to be sure
the load is even on both sides of the rack.
