TROUBLE SHOOTING

B Locking plate will not releasa. Firgt check that unit is uniocked with key (warning flag) indicating unlocked. Mext, check that tha releass knob, when
otated, i3 turning the axle connecied 1o Ik il not, chack and Sghien the two [2) st Screws locatad on tha 1op and Back of the knob and try 1o release again.

W Horn will not biowe First, chack that the contasior probes (Jocated on the base unif) have not been camaged. Bapxt, check all wure connNeciors on e wheel
aswell as tracing all wire connections back to tha columin.

B Koy will not release from lock. This unil is designed o that ths key can only be removed in Bhe fully locked position. If the locking plate ks not fully engaiped,
iy chisied bolt carot hully axbend., which will prevent the ey from befng relessed from the ook, H this should acou, it maans the whee! or lnsooud cap has not
bean rotated to S fully engaged position. To chack this, raftnencs aligremeent bosses: they should be In ine and you should hear a distinct click when unit
engages. Do not force key 1o kocked position or demags to look eylindar may result.

B Unusual vibration or loosensss. First, remcve wheel and check [4) mechinism mouring screws wilh wrsnch suppied. Neod, chodk scrows securing
