Wash with a wuatersouked cloth or sponge und u mild dishwushing deter-
gent. NEVER WIPE THE WINDOWS WHEN THEY ARE DRY. Be cureful when cleuniny
snow or frost from the vinyl windows since they ure eusily scratched and muy crack at
low temperatures.
