For a smooth fit:

It is
normal for fabric to contract and wrinkle when stored in the shipping carton. Within a few days
after the installation, the fabric will relax and the wrinkles will disappear.

Place the tabs on
the Header Knob Bases above the footman loops in
the windshield frame. Place a Header Knob Plate un-
der a footman loop. Install a Header Knob through the
plate and footman loop and thread it into the Header
Knob Base. Repeat this with both Header Knob Bases.

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Care and Maintenance of your New Sun Cap

fabric may be repaired with Bondex® iron on patches. Iron the patches to the Inside of the top, carefully following the Bondex®
instructions.
