hacksaw, cut carefully along the markedries. (If a vise is not available, put the bar on table, secure tightly and

Place the black plastic booties on the feet of &@acasting.

With the holes in the bar, in the up position, tke the casting and by squeezing the end of the baace the casting on the
bar, until the inside top wall of the casting is ft against the bar.

Take a 5/16" Allen head screw and put it throughhe hole in the casting, and the slot in the bar, ith the head of the screw
in the up position.

Take the larger washer and put it inside the barwith the 5/16" Allen head screw, going through thevasher.
(IMPORTANT): Be sure that the large washer is compttely underneath the casting.

With the larger washer in position, take a nylorlock nut and Allen wrench provided, and lightly tighten the bar to casting.
Follow the same procedure in steps 5 - 9 to atfa other casting to the bar.

With both of the castings lightly tightened to he bar, take the entire bar and place the bar, witlthe castings, into the rain
gutter of your vehicle. (Note: If your vehicle doesot have rain gutters, please refer to the SPECIAINOTE on the other
side of this page).

Loosen,

DO NOT REMOVE hardware on bar and castig.

Slide castings in or out on bar, so that each sting sets completely in rain gutters. IMPORTANT): Make sure that the bar
is centered and that the bar is evenly divided inteach casting and that each casting is directly asss from each other.

Once again, take the Allen wrench and tighten sarely the bar to each casting.

Position

the foot of the "L" shaped steel brackis underneath the rain gutter and line up the verttal slot of the bracket

with tapped hole in the casting. Insert (2) ¥2" Tamgr proof Allen head bolts with lock washers throughthe "L" bracket
securing the bracket to support casting. (DO NOT TGHTEN).

Place a

screwdriver through the desired horizomt slot in the steel bracket, at the same time puhe screwdriver into one of

three slots provided in the casting. (Proper seleicin of the slots in the bracket and the slots in # casting will result in a
tighter fit on the vehicle.).

Push the screwdriver against the casting and pryp against each bracket, one at a time, until botthe casting and brackets
are tightly secured in place. Tighten the two Allerhead bolts. (CAUTION): Prying up excessively couldesult in bending of
the bracket or stripping the slots in the castings.

Follow the same procedure in steps 15, 16, and tb secure other casting to rain gutter.

The bar

and casting should now be tightly secudeto the vehicle.

Your light bar hardware may settle in. After 2 a 3 weeks of use, go back and re-tighten all hardwa. A periodic check on
all hardware is recommended.

Do not lose your Allen wrench.
To maintain the luster of your light bar, applya polish on a regular basis.
