NOTE: This console has been designed to be used in a stock Jeep application. Some fitment issues may arise if installed
in a vehicle that has been modified with a body lift, different transmission and/or transfer case and aftermarket seats. It
is the owner's responsibility to address these fitment issues. If vehicle is equipped with a body, lift the transmission and
transfer case shift levers may need to be bent to allow for proper fitment of console.

FIGURE 3. Cut to length the rubber
seal and apply at the edge of the lid’s
interior and check the lock operation.



FIGURE 4. If you are not installing a
radio please skip to step 6.

Insert stereo assembly with
attached wiring and stereo strap
through the din slot. Fasten the
other end of the stereo support
strap at the 3/16” hole using a
#10-32x1/2” bolt with 3/16”
washer and secure with a #10-32
locknut. Connect all wires to the
stereo according to your stereo
owner’s manual. Stereo wiring
extensions may need to be fash-
ioned or purchased separately.

FIGURE 5. The metal stereo strap
fastens to console wall as shown. If
your stereo receiver features a rear
auxiliary input, a rectangular open-
ing is provided to allow the cord to
pass through the inside of the main
compartment.

FIGURE 6. Center the console
between the front seats and posi-
tion the console front and back to
a position that ensures there is no
interference with the transmission
and transfer case shift levers. Some
fold and tumble rear seats may
make contact to the back of console
when tumbled forward but it is
imperative that your shifter levers
and shifter boots operate without
contacting the front of the console.

FIGURE 7. Mark the carpet and floor
with a sharp pencil to determine
bolt hole placement. Hint: Place
strips of masking tape on top of the
targeted carpet area to help with
your markings. Pierce the tape with
a sharp pencil to transfer the mark
to the metal floor.

FIGURE 8. Remove the console and
cut small 1” diameter holes in the
carpet at your pencil marks. Drill
3/8” bolt holes at each of the three
markings. Make sure to observe
that nothing under the vehicle can
be damaged by the passing drill
bit.Use touch up paint or silicone
sealant around the drilled holes

if desired.
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FIGURE 9. Note: A second person is
necessary to assist with the final
installation. Place your console back
into position while running the seat
belt buckle sleeves through the
console’s side seat belt straps as
shown. Here’s where assistance is
helpful. Fasten the rear of the
console to the floor using (2)

5/16"x 5-1/2” bolts with 5/16”
washers on each. Place a washer
and 5/16” locknut to each bolt and
tighten. Fasten the front of the
console through using the shorter
5/16" x 1-3/4” bolt with washer
followed by a 5/16” washer and
locknut and tighten. Install rubber
floor mat to the console’s interior.
Console installation is now complete.




There are 3 MP3 cord management slots featured in your console to provide connectivity with security. MP3 devices can
be stored, played and charged inside the console without compromising overall function. Note: Hook and loop
fastener material can be applied to areas of your choice (not included) to position your mp3 device while driving.
