Loosen and remove the two front covers
of the foot rails to access the four M6 nuts
securing the foot rails to the windscreen
accessory points.

DO NOT REMOVE

Loosen all the roof panel latches and remove
the two front roof panels.

Slide the one piece mid panel forward to
allow access to the two screws securing the
rear roof to the rollbar. Loosen and remove
these screws.

Remove the four screws on the inside rear
ledges (2 per side) DO NOT LOOSEN the four
smaller screws (2 per side) these are guide
pins to re align the roof for fitment.

With the help of a friend lift the rear roof
slightly to allow the ladder lower bracket to
slip i=1 between the roof ledge and the body
panel.

NOTE: Be sure to use the correct lower

bracket for the installation side chosen.

Align the holes in the plate with the holes in
the roof ledge refit the two screws removed
in step 2.2. DO NOT FULLY TIGHTEN.

Lower the roof back in position align and
refit all the screws removed earlier and fully
tighten.

Fit the M8x20 Button Head Screws (ltem 4) to
the top step cover and thread the M8 Nylocs
(Item 5) onto the M8x20 Button Head Screws.

Remove the rear SLII rack corner and slide
the assembled top step cover into the side
profile T slot as shown.

Assemble the Ladder Rung steps (Iltem 8) to
the Ladder sides (Item 7) using the M6 x 25
Thread Forming Screws (ltem 13).

Apply a little anti seize on screw threads
betore inserting. Note these are thread

forming screws.

Remove the M8 x 30 Button Head screws
from the 2nd and 3rd rear slats, position the
assembled ladder onto the side profile and

5) into the 2nd and 3rd slat holes. DO NOT
FULLY TIGHTEN.

Ensure the ladder is vertical and fully tighten
the slat bolts inserted in 2.6.
