Many late model domestic and import applications utilize a Concentric Slave Cylinder (CSC) in the clutch 
hydraulic system. Two different styles of CSC are used in passenger car and light truck applications:  

• CSC with replaceable release bearing 

• CSC with non-replaceable release bearing 
 

CSC’s with non-replaceable release bearings are included in all applicable AMS clutch kits (see the list below 
for all current kits and corresponding applications).
